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Dear Lake Toxaway UMC family and friends,

The Gospel Lesson for this week always remains one of my favorite readings of the
Christmas story. Actually, the readings are reserved for Epiphany which is celebrated on
January 6, 12 days after Christmas. I chose to use the Epiphany readings today and
celebrate Epiphany and then to have the readings next Sunday of Jesus' baptism.

The entire story of the Incarnation of Jesus in Matthew's gospel has a differvent tone than
the story we read in Luke's gospel. Dreams are used as a primary way for God to
communicate to Joseph and now the Magi or Wise Men about their vesponses to the Divine
Birth.

The phrase that captures my attention this week is "having been warned in a dream not to
return to Hevod, they (the Magi) left for their own county by another voad (Matthew 2:12)."
The Magi followed a start to Bethlehem; they saw Mary and Jesus. Then as a result of the
warning received in a dream, they took a different road home.

I (ive in a neighborhood where I can approach our home by several voads. I admittedly
have a familiar and usual route: down Country Club Rd, right on Country Club Circle, bear
right up the hill on Evergreen Street and take the first driveway on the left into our
detached garage. It is the backside approach to our home; I never catch a glimpse of the
front of our home on Ridgewood Place (our home is on a corner lot and has 2 driveways). I
also make this usual trip without any thought or consideration. Interestingly, Kim takes
another approach to our home and always get the front view of our home. EFnough about
my driving patterns to my home.

Perhaps, we all might ask ourselves what road God is leading us to take in our personal and
church journey. In many ways, we have been on a different road since the pandemic
began. Is this the road we ave called to continue to take; we will deal with the pandemic for
many additional months according to the infectious disease experts. I think this road
would be a short-sided road to take.

Now in the calm after the Christmas rush, I am reassured and reminded how God speaks to
us: in Scripture, in dreams, in words of other Christians, in music... God invites us to find
another road in our continued journey of following Jesus. Perhaps, God will lead some of us
to an honest assessment of our journeys and invite us to open time to commit ourselves to
areas of new service, to examine our core beliefs about God and allow the Spirit to work
anew in understanding these documents. Perhaps God will lead us away from the powerful
"herods" and back to our interdependence upon the Christian community and our trust in

God, the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

Please join me in prayerful exploration of what new or different roads God might invite us
to take in our journey of faith in this new calendar year.
